harmful. America, as a country, prides itself on

its education and medical advances, yet STDs
are on the rise once again. Reported by CNN in
September of 2017, US on its own, has
reached the highest amount of reported STDs.

Two thirds of
seniors in high school have had sex despite an
abstinence only education. Abstinence-only
education does not address measures one can
take to protect oneself during sex.

Teaching teens safe and consensual sex could
decrease the amount of pregnancies and lower
the chances of getting an STD. And that is only
covering the safe part of the lesson.

Abstinence only education not only
neglects teaching what to do to prevent
pregnancy but it also neglects to tell teens what
consent is. Because the issue of sexual assault
is still so prevalent in our society, it is
imperative we teach consent in sex education.
A better calculated sex education could prevent
a lot of future incidents by teaching kids what
IS correct when it comes to sexual situations.
When you are not taught something when your
mind is still willing to be molded, it most
definitely affects you in the long run. Teaching
our young boys and girls what consent is and
how important it is, is only fair to them and all
who come in contact with them in their lives.
